ll. Purpose of Addendum

The licensee designee, Ms. Vanaman requested to use the big room as the classroom
for the preschool and school age children thereby increasing the capacity to 123
children.

lll. Methodology

Modification request received: 12/20/20
Inspection completed onsite: 08/31/21
Inspection completed onsite: 06/28/22

IV. Description of Findings and Conclusions
The modification to the terms of the license was done on 10/21/21 and 8/24/22.

The following rooms are approved for use:

The infant room measures 20 ft., X 20 ft., for a total of 400 square feet. This is
sufficient space for a capacity of 8 children in the age range of 6 weeks through 18
months.

The toddler 1 room measures 25 ft., X 25 ft., for a total of 625 square feet. This
is sufficient for a requested capacity of 12 children between the ages of 18
months through 2.5 years.

The infant room 2 measures 17 ft., X 26 ft., plus 9 ft X 4 ft., for a total of 478
square feet. This is sufficient for a capacity of 10 children in the age range of 6
weeks through 18 months.

The toddler room 2 room measures 25 ft., X 11 ft., for a total of 275 square feet. This
is sufficient for a capacity of 6 children in the ages of 2 years through 3 years. The
licensee understands that the ratio is maintained according to the age of the
youngest child in the room.

The Junior Kindergarten preschool room measures 25 ft., X 11 ft., for a total of
275 square feet. This is sufficient for a capacity of 8 children in the age range of
2.5 years through 3.5 years of age. The licensee designee understands that the
ratio is always maintained according to the age of the youngest child.

The preschool room measures 41 ft. X 12 ft., for a total of 492 Square feet. This is
sufficient for a capacity of 14 children ages 3 — 4 years. The licensee designee
understands that the ratio is always maintained according to the age of the
youngest child.



The Big room measures 65 ft X 36 ft., for a total of 2,268 Square feet. This is sufficient
for a capacity of 65 children ages 3 years through school age. However according to
the amendment of the rule R 400.8182(3)(c)(d)(e), the licensee understands that there
cannot be more than 36 children in the room.

Equipment:

Each classroom is adequately equipped with enough age -appropriate

equipment for a capacity of 123 children. This includes books, puzzles, pretend

play materials, and arts and crafts materials.

Number of sinks and toilets:

There are 10 toilets, 10 sinks and 2 urinals at the center. There are sufficient sinks
and toilets to accommodate a capacity of 123 children.

V. Recommendation
