DESCRIPTION OF FINDINGS & CONCLUSIONS

This renewal inspection involved a review of all applicable child care home
administrative rules and statutes. Verification of compliance included direct
observations of the physical environment and the program, discussions with staff,
and a review of the home’s records, including staff records and children’s records.
Staff records include background checks, medical clearance information, and
training information. Children’s records include child information cards and child in
care statements/receipts.

During my onsite inspection | observed outdoor play and lunch time. Interactions
between child care staff members and child care children were positive. A rule
review was provided in regards to global view of all spaces for appropriate
supervision, consent and disclosure forms, CPR/First aid, health and safety trainings
for child care staff members, staff attendance records and water emergency plans.

During the inspection, the child care home was found to be in compliance with all
applicable rules and statutes except for the following violations:

R 400.1904a Child care staff member; employment requirements.

(3) Prior to contact with children, the individual shall be
determined by the department to be eligible to serve as a child
care staff member, pursuant to section 5n of the act, MCL
722.115n, and as required by R 400.1925.

A child care staff member did not complete a comprehensive
background check and was not determined by the department
to be deemed eligible prior to contact with children. The child
care staff member had a status of “Request Fingerprints” in
CCBC dated 08/30/2022.

R 400.1916 Bedding and sleeping equipment.

(13) None of the following are approved sleeping equipment for
children 24 months of age
or younger:
(a) Infant car seats.
b) Infant seats.
c¢) Infant swings.
d) Bassinets.
e) High chairs.
f) Water beds.
g) Adult beds.
h) Soft mattresses.
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(i) Sofas.
(j) Bean bags.
(k) Other soft surfaces.

A 4 month old infant was observed during my onsite inspection to be

sleeping in an infant seat/bouncer. The infant was not moved into an
approved sleeping space.
