A potential hazard existed in that it was determined based on observation that there was 
standing water located in the plastic toy chest and the yellow and red , Little Tykes push car. Further, multiple 
areas were folded causing the green artificial grass carpet/rug to pose a tripping hazard.

To ensure the health and safety of children, the Home Provider will remove all standing water within toys and to 
either remove or secure the artificial grass carpet/rugs.
