Finding Associated with Complaint

591-1-1-.08(6) requires the Center to maintain records of a child's daily arrival and departure for the twelve (12)
preceding months that the Parent or person(s) authorized by the Parent documents, in written or electronic
format, each time the Parent or authorized person drops off and picks up the child. The documentation shall
include at least the date, the child’s name, the arrival and departure times, and the signature or initials of the
Parent or authorized person at the time of arrival and departure. These records shall be made available to the
Department in printed or written form upon request. It was determined based on the consultant's investigative
findings that the weekly sign in/out sheet for the the week of January 20-24, 2020 for the "Bumble Bee"
classroom was incomplete. There were children who had been indicated with times signed in and had not had
indicated times for sign out. The form does not indicate the individual who signed the child in or out.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will maintain arrival and departure records as required, will ensure the documentation includes all of
the required information, and will provide the records to the Department when requested.

Finding Associated with Complaint

591-1-1-.33(1) requires all Employees and Provisional Employees to receive Initial Center orientation prior to
assignment to children or task. It was determined based on the consultant's investigative findings that staff
member sole staff member in the classroom during the time of the incident did not have documentation of initial
center orientation. The staff member was hired on January 21, 2020 as an independent contractor to serve as
a substitute staff member in classrooms.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will develop and provide orientation for all new Staff prior to their staff's assignment to children or
task.
