It was
determined based on observation that a staff was observed to not disinfect the diaper table after changing a
child.

The director responsible person(s) will ensure there is a smooth, nonporous changing surface that has a guard
or rails for safety in each classroom that houses children wearing diapers. The director will ensure Center Staff
are trained and have adequate supplies to properly clean the diaper changing surface between each diaper
change.
