Finding

591-1-1-.14(1)(a) requires, in a Center that provides transportation, that either the driver or another Staff person
present on the vehicle have current evidence of successful completion of a biennial training program in
cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) and a triennial training program in first aid offered by certified or licensed
health care professionals or trainers and which dealt with the provision of emergency care to infants and
children. It was determined based on review of records that one driver previously cited on January 24, 2018,
did not have current CPR/First Aid training.
