591-1-1-.36(7)(d)2. requires that the second designated Staff person conduct a check of the vehicle
immediately upon the completion of the first check of the vehicle. There shall be continuous watchful oversight
of the vehicle between the first check and second check. The second designated Staff person must complete
the following: (i) Physically walk through the entire vehicle; (ii) Visually inspect all seat surfaces, under all seats
and in all compartments or recesses in the vehicle’s interior; and (iii) Sign the passenger transportation
checklist (s), indicating all of the children have exited the vehicle. It was determined based on a review of
records that the center had two transportation forms, for the week of May 8, 2017, missing documentation of a
second check, conducted by a second person at the center, for each day of transportation conducted before the
visit that week..

It was determined based on observation that classroom C had a mixed grouping of four, two-year-
olds and eight, three-year-olds with one staff member supervising when two staff members were required.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
To ensure adequate Staff:child ratios in mixed age groups. The Center will ensure that there is adequate staff
to meet the staff:child ratios in the classrooms.

Finding

591-1-1-.32(4) requires that children under three years old be housed in separate physical areas from older
children except during early morning arrival and late afternoon departure times. It was determined based on
observation that children under three years old were combined with older children at a time other than
arrival/departure in classrooms B and C.
