Deficient - Program is not demonstrating an acceptable level of performance in meeting
the rules.

The consultant recieved an email from the provider concerning her daily reports. She was interested in some training for her staff on what
should be included in the daily reports and how to give feedback to parents that is more positive than negative. The consultant asked her to
send a copy of her daily reports over so that they could be reviewed and some feedback on them given. The director sent the daily reports
over and the consultant was able to offer suggestions as to ways that would better serve the teacher and the parents. The consultant sent
copies of other daily reports back so that she may make changes to her daily reports if she decided to. The main suggestion was that the
reports should be age appropriate and make sure that the teacher wasn't suggesting to the parent that the children should already know how
to do things that they really aren't old enough to do. the director is also interested in the parent communication training as soon as it is

available.
