If you do 
not have this liability insurance, you are required to post a notice with ½ inch letters in a conspicuous location in the program, notify the parent or 
guardian of each child in care in writing, obtain their signature to acknowledge receipt and maintain this written acknowledgment on file at the 
program at all times while the child attends the program and for 12 months after the child’s last date of attendance. (O.C.G.A. Section 20-1A-4)

It was determined 
based on the consultant's observation that eight of ten staff members were missing documentation for the 
health and safety orientation.

youngest group of children that includes more than twenty percent of the total number of children in the mixed-
age group. It was determined based on the consultant's observation that the third left classroom had a ratio of 
1:19 (five two year old children, four three year old children, six four year old children, one five year old, and 
three school age children).  A ratio of 2:19 was required.
