A Provisional Employee cannot reside at the Center or be present 
at the Center while children are present for care for more than 21 days from the date of hire or first day of 
residency without first submitting both a Fingerprint Records Check Application to the Department and 
Fingerprints to an authorized fingerprinting site. It was determined based on review of records one staff 
member past their 21 days of hire has a local satisfactory records check, but has not submitted the fingerprint 
application. 

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will ensure that Provisional Employees hired on or after January 1, 2014 have a satisfactory 
Preliminary Records Check Determination. The Center will have a plan to ensure that Provisional Employees 
hired on or after January 1, 2014 submit a Fingerprint Records Check Application to the Department and 
Fingerprints to an authorized fingerprinting site within 21 days from the date of hire or the first day of residency. 
The Center will not allow a provisional employee to be at the Center while children are present if this 
requirement is not met.
