Vaseline Petroleum Jelly was found accessible in a child's bag.

1st Right: Plastic bags were observed accessible in cubbies and under the sand table. Brooms and dustpans
were observed accessible by the bathrooms.

2nd Left: Plastic bags were observed accessible in an unlocked cabinet under the diaper changing surface.
3rd Left: Plastic bags were observed accessible in cabinets above cubbies.

4th Left: Plastic bags and sunscreen were observed accessible in a child's bag.

The Center will identify all hazardous items and keep them in a locked area inaccessible to children. The
Center will inform all Staff about hazardous items and the safe storage of those items.
