Finding

591-1-1-.12(4) requires that equipment and furniture is secured if it is of a weight or mass that could cause
injury from tipping, falling, or being pulled or pushed over. It was determined based on an investigation that
equipment was unsecured when a wall mounted cubby fell on a five-year-old child who was hanging on the
cubbies. The child sustained a swollen and black and blue eye.
