If you do 
not have this liability insurance, you are required to post a notice with ½ inch letters in a conspicuous location in the program, notify the parent or 
guardian of each child in care in writing, obtain their signature to acknowledge receipt and maintain this written acknowledgment on file at the 
program at all times while the child attends the program and for 12 months after the child’s last date of attendance. (O.C.G.A. Section 20-1A-4)

Ventilation in the bathrooms had an accumulation of dust throughout the center.
Vents in the classrooms had an accumulation of dust throughout the center.
The girls and boys bathroom ceilings in classroom G were cracked with pieces missing.

The Center will have the Center and surrounding areas cleaned, make repairs where needed, and remove all 
debris is removed. The Center will implement a plan to keep areas clean and in good repair that includes 
regular monitoring. The center will clean all vents and repair the ceilings.

The black mat under the multiple basketball goal was torn and coming apart, the mat was also not flush with 
the ground posing a tripping hazard.

The Center will remove any litter and fix or remove hazards from the playground and will routinely monitor the 
playground and remove litter and hazards. The center will paint the tree roots to make them more visible and 
remove the black mat.
