591-1-1-.09(1)(c) requires the Center to maintain valid evidence of a satisfactory criminal records check for the
Director, each Employee and each Provisional Employee of the Child Care Learning Center for the duration of their
employment plus one year, such evidence must be made immediately available to the Department upon request.

It was determined based on consultant's investigative findings that on July 18, 2018 and July 25, 2018, center staff
failed to verify that a third party vendor had evidence of a satisfactory criminal records check on file, for their
employee, before allowing their staff to work around the children receiving care. Per director the third-party vendor
no longer provides services to the center.

POI (Plan of Improvement)

The center will ensure that valid evidence of satisfactory CRC's are maintained and are immediately available to
the department for the duration of the employees employment plus one year. The center will also ensure that all
third-party vendors provide evidence of a satisfactory criminal records check letter before rendering services to the
children receiving care.
