It was
determined based on observation that the following needed repairing:

In classroom A the sink would not drain immediately and had standing water present.

In classroom D the sink would regurgitate water after use causing water to go on the counter top and the floor.

The Center will have the Center and surrounding areas cleaned, make repairs where needed, and remove all
debris is removed. The Center will implement a plan to keep areas clean and in good repair that includes
regular monitoring. Repair the sinks so water will drain immediately and no regurgitation is present.

The Center will provide a variety of age-appropriate equipment that is arranged so as not to obstruct
supervision of children. Staff will check the equipment daily to ensure that the equipment is free of hazards, rust
and splinters.
