591-1-1-.30(1)(b)4 requires that a light cover be available for each child's use on a cot or mat and shall be
marked for individual use or laundered daily. If marked for individual use, they must be laundered weekly or
more frequently if needed. It was determined based on an observation that ten out of ten children in classroom
2L were sleeping on mats without a cover or blanket.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will ensure that a light cover is available for each child and will meet the requirements for
laundering.

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Finding

591-1-1-.30(2)(c) requires that infants shall not sleep in equipment other than safety-approved cribs, such as, but
not limited to, a car safety seat, bouncy seat, highchair, or swing. Infants who arrive at the Center asleep or fall
asleep in such equipment, on the floor or elsewhere, shall be transferred to a safety-approved crib. It was
determined based on an observation that an infant was sleeping for an extended amount of time in a swing in
classroom 1L.

The Center will only place infants in safe cribs to sleep and will transfer them to a safe crib when the infants are
asleep in other equipment.
