591-1-1-.15(4) requires that a feeding chair or similar equipment designed for feeding children shall be provided
for the use of each child being fed who is capable of sitting up but who is unable to sit unassisted at a table and
must be cleaned with a disinfectant after each use. Such chair or similar equipment shall have a broad base to
prevent tipping, a surface that the child cannot raise, a strap or other device which prevents the child from
sliding out of the chair, and a feeding surface free of cracks. It was determined based on observation that a
child was feeding in a high chair unstrapped.

POI (Plan of Improvement)

The Center will inspect feeding equipment to ensure it meets each of the listed criteria and to verify a feeding
chair or equipment is provided for each child who requires one. The Center will train staff and monitor to ensure
that the feeding equipment is cleaned with a disinfectant after each use.

591-1-1-.10(4) requires that if diapers are changed on a diaper changing surface, the surface shall be smooth,
nonporous, and equipped with a guard or rails to prevent falls. Between each diaper change, the diaper
changing surface shall be cleaned with a disinfectant and dried with a single-use disposable towel. It was
determined based on observation that the changing pads in Room E-2, G-8 and H-9 were porous.

POI (Plan of Improvement)

The director removed changing pads from the changing tables. The Center will ensure there is a smooth,
nonporous changing surface that has a guard or rails for safety in each classroom that houses children wearing
diapers. Center Staff will be trained and have adequate supplies to properly clean the diaper changing surface
between each diaper change.
