It was determined based on a review of records that one staff member was present on the bus the
week of August 6, 2018 through August 10, 2018 and August 13, 2018 through August 17, 2108 without current
first aid and CPR as the training was taken through an online course.

The Center will verify proof of CPR/1st aid training and schedule Staff so that there is always a staff person on
the vehicle with this training.

It was determined based on consultant observation that the provider was observed to change a
diaper in the large room with her back to the children. The room was changed to a diapering room on the last
visit, and the provider was to stand facing the classroom, and utilize a mirror positioned within the classroom to
see the area close to the door. Based on the way the provider was standing she was not able to see the
children, or utilize the mirror.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will train Staff and monitor to ensure they are providing supervision and watchful oversight to the
children at all times.
