syndrome and use of safe sleeping practices; administration of medication, consistent with standards for
parental consent; prevention of and response to emergencies due to food and allergic reactions; building and
physical premises safety, including identification of and protection from hazards that can cause bodily injury
such as electrical hazards, bodies of water, and vehicular traffic; prevention of shaken baby syndrome, abusive
head trauma and child maltreatment; emergency preparedness and response planning for emergencies
resulting from a natural disaster or a human-caused event (such as violence at a child care facility); handling
and storage of hazardous materials and the appropriate disposal of bio contaminants; precautions in
transporting children; recognition and reporting of child abuse and neglect; and child development. It was
determined based on a review of records that staff # 3 that was hired in August of 2019, did not complete the
health and safety orientation training.

Finding

591-1-1-.32(2) requires the Center maintain Staff.child ratios in mixed-age groups based on the age of the
youngest group of children that includes more than twenty percent of the total number of children in the mixed-
age group. It was determined based on observation that the center was not compliant with ratio requirements.
Upon the consultant arrival, a mixed age group of children ranging from Pre-K aged to ages 6 and older was
observed in the cafeteria.

At 3:11 PM a ratio of one teacher and 52 children were observed in the cafeteria. Based on the number of
children present three teachers were required.

At 3:13 PM a ratio of two teachers and 54 children was observed when three teachers were required.

At 3:16 PM a ratio of one teacher and 54 children was observed when a teacher left the cafeteria to open the
door for a parent. Based on the number of children present three teachers were required.
