It was determined based on
observation that the log barrier surrounding the right front swing set and left middle swing set were not
connected and had exposed wood edges. It was also determined that exposed pieces of wood were located on
the ground by the back wooden play set.

It was determined based on the observation of staff
records that 10 hours of training from 2018 was missing for one staff.

Personnel, except independent contractors, Students-in-Training and volunteers shall attend ten (10) clock
hours of diverse training which is task-focused in on-going health, safety and early childhood or child
development related topics and which is offered by an accredited college, university or vocational program or
other Department-approved source. The annual ten (10) clock hours of training shall be chosen from the
following fields: child development, including discipline, guidance, nutrition, injury control and safety; health,
including sanitation, disease control, cleanliness, detection and disposition of iliness; child abuse and neglect,
including identification and reporting, and meeting the needs of abused and/or neglected children; and business
related topics, including parental communication, recordkeeping, etc.; provided however that such business
related training shall be limited to no more than two (2) of the required ten (10) clock hours of training. Records
of completion of such training shall be maintained, as required by these rules. It was determined based on
review of 2020 annual training that one staff only received 5.5 hours total.
