It was determined based on the consultant's
observation that a staff member located in the infant classroom(back left classroom of the house) was observed
handling bodily fluids by wiping a child's nose and not washing their hands with liquid soap and warm running water
as required.

The Center will ensure liquid soap and warm running water are available for handwashing, train Staff on the
handwashing requirements, review the requirements with Staff periodically, and monitor handwashing.
