- On the front right playground there was a seven inch gap in the front middle section of fencing with sharp 
edges.
- On the back right playground the second, forth, fifth, sixth, and seventh panels were not secure at the bottom 
on the right side on the playground.
- On the back right playground the eleventh panel on the right side was not secure at the top making the 
fencing not four feet high as required.
- On the back right and front right fence gates there were six bolts protruding more than two threads in length.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will routinely check the fence to determine if it is in good repair and remains at least 4 feet high, and 
will repair any hazards. The Center will train Staff to identify and report any fence hazards and to keep the 
fence gates closed when not in use.
