September 30, 2016 will complete the training by December 29, 2016 and Staff employed after September 30, 
2016 will complete the health and safety training within the first 90 days of employment. It was determined 
based on review of records that two staff members employed prior to September 30, 2016 did not complete the 
health and safety training by December 29, 2016.

The Center will develop and implement a plan to schedule and track this training for all employees based on 
their hire dates.
