was labeled keep out of reach of children.

It was
determined based on an observation that the following ceiling vents were observed to have a significant
amount of dust covering the ventilation slats: Classroom 1R-2 vents, 2R-3 vents, 1L- 3 vents, 2L- 3 vents, E
rear- 4 vents.

The Center will have the Center and surrounding areas cleaned, make repairs where needed, and remove all
debris is removed. The Center will implement a plan to keep areas clean and in good repair that includes
regular monitoring.
