Such chair or similar equipment shall have a broad base to
prevent tipping, a surface that the child cannot raise, a strap or other device which prevents the child from sliding
out of the chair, and a feeding surface free of cracks. It was determined based on consultants observation that
two feeding chairs were missing straps in classroom D-4L.

POI (Plan of Improvement)

The Center will inspect feeding equipment to ensure it meets each of the listed criteria and to verify a feeding
chair or equipment is provided for each child who requires one. The Center will train staff and monitor to ensure
that the feeding equipment is cleaned with a disinfectant after each use.
