The outdoor equipment shall be free of lead-based paint, sharp corners and
shall be regularly maintained in such a way as to be free of rust and splinters that could pose significant safety
hazard to the children. All equipment shall be arranged so as not to obstruct supervision of children. It was
determined based on consultant's observation that the following pieces of equipment on playground A needed
repair: two riding push toys were missing a connecting straps for the seat belt, one yellow and black tri-cycle
was missing a right petal, one red riding toy was missing was missing handles, and chipping paint was
observed on the green and brown climbing structure.

The Center will provide a variety of age-appropriate equipment that is arranged so as not to obstruct
supervision of children. Staff will check the equipment daily to ensure that the equipment is free of hazards.
Assistant Director will remove all broken equipment and replace petal on tri-cycle.
