Finding

591-1-1-.14(1)(a) requires, in a Center that provides transportation, that either the driver or another Staff person
present on the vehicle have current evidence of successful completion of a biennial training program in
cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) and a triennial training program in first aid offered by certified or licensed
health care professionals or trainers and which dealt with the provision of emergency care to infants and
children. It was determined based on observation of staff records that a driver and monitor required updated
CPR and first aid as theirs had expired.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will verify proof of CPR/1st aid training and schedule Staff so that there is always a staff person on
the vehicle with this training.

Finding

591-1-1-.14(2) requires a Staff member who is trained in CPR and first aid to be on the premises and on any
field trip whenever any child is present. In addition, Staff who provide direct care to children must satisfactorily
obtain certification in first aid and CPR by December 29, 2016 if employed prior to September 30, 2016 and
within 90 days of their hire date if employed after September 30, 2016. It was determined based on observation
that three direct care staff did not have evidence of current CPR and First Aid within 90 days of hire.

POI (Plan of Improvement)

The Center will develop a schedule to ensure there is always a staff person with current first aid and CPR
training present and will develop and implement a plan to ensure all staff members have satisfactorily
completed first aid and CPR training by the specified date.

It was determined
based on observation of staff records that two staff did not have evidence of the required evidence of health
and safety orientation training.
