It was
determined based on observation that several stained ceiling tiles were in the two year old classroom and infant
classroom. Additionally, there was one missing ceiling tile observed at the rear of the infant room, one ceiling
tile was not flush on the right side of the room and at least three ceiling tiles contained holes.

POI (Plan of Improvement)

The Center will have the Center and surrounding areas cleaned, make repairs where needed, and remove all
debris is removed. The Center will implement a plan to keep areas clean and in good repair that includes
regular monitoring.

It was determined based on observation that a gap in between the chain link fence of at least twelve inches
was observed on the left side of the infant/toddler play area located directly behind the storage house. The gap
posed a potential entrapment hazard.
