If you do 
not have this liability insurance, you are required to post a notice with ½ inch letters in a conspicuous location in the program, notify the parent or 
guardian of each child in care in writing, obtain their signature to acknowledge receipt and maintain this written acknowledgment on file at the 
program at all times while the child attends the program and for 12 months after the child’s last date of attendance. (O.C.G.A. Section 20-1A-4)

-A bottle of Advil and a sports drink on a low shelf in classroom c
-Multiple hanging cords in classroom c in the corner where the nap cots are stored. 

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will identify all hazardous items and keep them in a locked area inaccessible to children. The 
Center will inform all Staff about hazardous items and the safe storage of those items. The director removed 
the advil, drink, and sanitizer and stored them where they could not be accessed. The director will zip tie the 
cords to keep them from being a hazard.
