591-1-1-.32(1) requires the Center to maintain the required Staff:child ratios as follows: under 1 year or under 18
months if not walking = 1:6; 1 year and walking = 1:8; 2 years = 1:10; 3 years = 1:15; 4 years = 1:18; 5 years =
1:20;and 6 years and older = 1:25. A Center must establish groupings of children for care with maximum group
sizes as follows: under 1 year = 12; under 18 months/not walking = 12; 1 year and walking = 16; 2 years = 20; 3
years = 30; 4 years = 36; 5 years = 40; and 6 years and older = 50. It was determined based on observation that in
the infant classroom (Room B) there were two staff and sixteen infants under 18 months that were not walking in
care. Additionally, in the two-year-old classroom (Room D) there was one staff and 17 two-year-old children in care.

POI (Plan of Improvement)

The Center will hire additional Staff or reschedule current Staff to meet required Staff:child ratios and will organize
children into groups that meet requirements. During the visit additional staff came into Room B and D to assist and
bring the rooms into ratio.

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Finding

591-1-1-.32(7) requires that children be supervised at all times and that the persons supervising in the child
care area be alert, able to respond promptly to the needs and actions of the children being supervised, as well
as the actions of the chaperones and Students-in-Training, and provide timely attention to the children's actions
and needs. It was determined based on observation that in classrooms B and D staff were not able to respond
promptly to the needs and actions of the children being supervised due to being over ratio in those classrooms.

The Center will train Staff and monitor to ensure they are providing supervision and watchful oversight to the

children at all times.
