It was determined based on a review of
records that staff #11 was hired on August 1, 2020 with a satisfactory record check that was outside of the 12
months of portability. The staff member did not submit both a records check application until October 6, 2020
and has not submitted fingerprints to an authorized fingerprinting site before being observed present and caring
for children on this date.

It was determined based on a review of records that staff #11 was hired on August 1,
2020 without a current satisfactory comprehensive records check determination on file before being present at
the Center. The staff member was observed to have a satisfactory comprehensive letter older than 12 months
of the hire date and was observed present and caring for chidren.
