The documentation shall 
include at least the date, the child’s name, the arrival and departure times, and the signature or initials of the 
Parent or authorized person at the time of arrival and departure. These records shall be made available to the 
Department in printed or written form upon request. It was determined after review of the lesson plans that four 
children in care were signed in upon arrival, but was not signed out upon leaving the center on the school bus.
