It was determined based on an investigation that center staff failed to ensure that children were only
released to an authorized person on August 12, 2019, when a four-year-old child was released to an individual
who was not authorized to receive them. The child was released to the unauthorized person at approximately
2:20 p.m. and was was returned to the center by the unauthorized person at approximately 5:30 p.m.
