Finding Associated with Complaint

591-1-1-.31(13) prohibits Center Staff from committing any criminal act, as defined under Georgia law, in the
presence of any child enrolled in the Center and requires Center staff to comply with all applicable laws and
regulations. It was determined based on an investigation that on July 21, 2020 center staff failed to follow
applicable laws regarding field trips. The center transported children to a private residence to allow them to
swim. Although parental authorization was obtained, the governor's executive order on June 16, 2020 indicated
that field trips were suspended at this time. Based on the Executive Order, child care programs must cease
transporting children for any purpose other than transporting children between their place of residence and the
childcare facility.
