It was determined based on consultant's observation that bolts protruding more than two (2) threads were
observed around the entrance gate to playground A. Further, consultant observed ivy growing through the right
side fence on playgrounds A and B.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will cut down the bolts to two threads, sand and smooth off the edges around the gate. The center
will also cut out all vegetation growing through the fence.
