employee

591-1-1-.32(2) requires the Center maintain Staff:child ratios in mixed-age groups based on the age of the
youngest group of children that includes more than twenty percent of the total number of children in the mixed-
age group. It was determined It was determined based on Consultant observation that there were three one-
year-old children, four two-year-old children and seven three-year-old children present to one staff member on
this date and another staff member was required.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will provide adequate staff when there is a mixed-age group.

Finding Associated with Complaint

591-1-1-.32(4)(a) requires that during the early morning times of arrival and late afternoon times of departure,
infants and children younger than three (3) years may be grouped with older children so long as Staff: child
ratios and group size are met based on the age of the youngest child in the group. It was determined It was
determined based on Consultant observation that there were three one-year-old children, four two-year-old
children and seven three-year-old children present to one staff member on this date and it wasn't the first hour
or the last hour of the day.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will maintain Staff:child ratios based on the youngest child in the group during early morning and
late afternoon times when children younger than three years of age may be grouped with older children.
