The consultant measured the deck barrier to be 38 inches high.

The Home will enclose the outside play area(s) with a four-foot high fence or other Department-approved
barrier and inspect regularly to ensure fencing material is safe and any hazards identified are repaired or
replaced. The Home will install or repair a fence around swimming pools that makes them inaccessible to
children. The consultant suggested that the provider add mesh to the top of the deck barrier.
