supervision of a staff member with a satisfactory comprehensive records check clearance
• Facilities are required to use DECAL KOALA for Criminal Records Checks, including to verify portability of an 

employee

beneath the equipment and the fall zone from such equipment, which is adequately maintained by the Home to 
assure continuing resiliency. It was determined base do observation that  resilient surface material in the fall 
zones of the monkey bars and slide measured between  three inches and four inches when six inches is 
required.  In addition several fall zones areas  in the front of the swing measured three inches when six inches 
is required.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The provider will rake the sand and add more sand if needed to ensure that there is an adequate resilient 
surface under and in the fall zone of climbing  and swinging equipment. The Home will inspect equipment and 
resilient surfacing material regularly and repair or replenish as needed.
