assure continuing resiliency. It was determined, based on observations, that there was less than five inches of 
resilent surfacing under the top of the yellow slide and at the bottom of the silver fireman's poll.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Home will ensure that there is an adequate resilient surface under and in the fall zone of climbing  and 
swinging equipment. The Home will inspect equipment and resilient surfacing material regularly and repair or 
replenish as needed.
