• Facilities are required to use DECAL KOALA for Criminal Records Checks, including to verify portability of an 

employee

related training shall be limited to no more than two (2) of the required ten (10) clock hours of training.  Records 
of completion of such training programs shall be maintained in the Home by the Provider, as required by these 
rules.  It was determined based on consultant's review of records and staff statement that the provider did not 
have evidence of ten hours of training in 2018.
