290-2-3-.12 Equipment and Supplies(CR) Not Met

Finding
290-2-3-.12(7) requires all indoor and outdoor furniture and equipment shall be secured if equipment and 
furniture is of a weight or mass that could cause injury from tipping, falling, or being pulled or pushed over. 
Potentially unstable equipment and furniture that might injure a child if not secured include, but are not limited 
to, televisions, chests of drawers, bookcases, shelving, cabinets and fish tanks. Examples of items not required 
to be secured include, but are not limited to, child-sized tables and chairs, rocking chairs, and cribs.  It was 
determined based on observation that the TV in the child care room was not secured to prevent tipping or being 
pulled or pushed over.

The Home will secure any identified equipment and/or furniture to prevent from tipping or falling over on a child. 
 The Home Provider will ensure that all potentially dangerous equipment is maintained secure.

290-2-3-.13(2)(a) requires that outdoor play areas be kept clean and free of hazards such as exposed sharp 
corners of concrete or equipment, rust and splinters on equipment, broken glass, open drainage ditches, holes 
and stagnant water.  It was determined based on observation that there were entrapment hazards when gaps 
were present on the two staircases and railing on the elevated deck measuring approximately 8 1/2 inches 
between posts. In addition there were 6 inch gaps between the steps on both staircases. 

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Home will repair any and all identified outdoor hazards and will monitor playground daily or more often as 
needed to ensure that the Home's outdoor play area is kept clean and free of hazards. It was discussed that the 
gaps should be under 3 1/2 inches.
