591-1-1-.25(3) requires the Center and surrounding premises to be kept clean, free of debris and in good 
repair. Hygienic measures such as, but not limited to, screened windows and proper waste disposal procedures 
shall be utilized to minimize the presence of rodents, flies, roaches and other vermin at the Center. It was 
determined based on an investigation that staff members observed bugs in the kitchen near the toaster and 
microwave used to heat the children's food. It was further determined based on staff member's statements that 
the bugs were treated by a pest control company.
