591-1-1-.15 Food Service & Nutrition Not Met

Finding Associated with Complaint

591-1-1-.15(2)(a) requires Center Personnel to hold and feed infants less than six months of age and older
children who cannot hold their own bottles or sit alone. Baby bottles shall never be propped; the infant's head
shall be elevated while feeding. It was determined based on an investigation that on July 31, 2023, at
approximately 5:00 p.m., a four-month-old child had their bottle laid on the side of a bouncy seat during feeding.
There was no staff present to assist the child.

POI (Plan of Improvement)

The Center will train Staff to hold infants less than six months old or who can not hold their own bottle, to never
prop bottles and to elevate infant's heads during feeding. The director will monitor Staff to ensure appropriate
feeding procedures are followed.

Correction Deadline: 8/22/2023

Finding Associated with Complaint

591-1-1-.15(2)(g) requires that Center Personnel ensure that children do not have excessive amounts of food in
their mouths while eating and are chewing their food appropriately to prevent instances of choking. Children
shall always be seated when eating and shall not be allowed to lie down or be put to sleep while food is present
in their mouths. It was determined based on an investigation that on July 31, 2023, staff gave a child a bottle
and laid them on the floor. The child was observed to not be elevated while they drank their bottle.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will ensure that Staff are monitoring the amount of food children put into their mouths and will
ensure that children are always seated while eating, and are not laying down.

Health and Hygiene
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591-1-1-.10 Diapering Areas & Practices(CR) Not Met

Finding Associated with Complaint

591-1-1-.10(4) requires that if diapers are changed on a diaper changing surface, the surface shall be smooth,
nonporous, and equipped with a guard or rails to prevent falls. Between each diaper change, the diaper
changing surface shall be cleaned with a disinfectant and dried with a single-use disposable towel. It was
determined based on an investigation that on July 31, 2023, staff did not clean the changing table after
diapering.

POI (Plan of Improvement)

The Center will ensure there is a smooth, nonporous changing surface that has a guard or rails for safety in
each classroom that houses children wearing diapers. Center Staff will be trained and have adequate supplies
to properly clean the diaper changing surface between each diaper change.

Correction Deadline: 8/22/2023

Finding Associated with Complaint

)591-1-1-.10(5) requires that Center Staff shall not leave infants or children unattended while being diapered or
having their clothes changed on the diaper changing surface. It was determined base on an investigation that
on July 31, 2023, staff left an infant unattended while they were on the changing table.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will ensure Staff are trained, procedures are reviewed periodically and diaper changing is monitored
periodically.

591-1-1-.17 Hygiene(CR) Not Met

Finding Associated with Complaint

591-1-1-17(7) requires that children wash their hands with liquid soap and warm running water upon arrival for
care, when moving from one child care group to another, upon re-entering the child care area after outside
play, before and after eating meals and snacks, handling or touching food, playing in water; after toileting and
diapering, playing in sand, touching animals or pets, and contact with bodily fluids and after contamination by
any other means. It was determined based on an investigation that on July 31, 2023, staff did not wash two
infants' hands after diapering.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will train Staff on required handwashing for children and Staff will ensure children's hands are
washed when required. The Director will monitor for compliance.

Correction Deadline: 8/22/2023

Finding Associated with Complaint

591-1-1-.17(8) requires staff to wash their hands with liquid soap and warm running water upon arrival for the
day, when moving from one child care group to another, upon re-entering the child care area after outside play,
before and after diapering each child, dispensing medication, applying topical medications, handling and
preparing food, eating, drinking, preparing bottles, feeding each child, assisting children with eating and
drinking, after toileting or assisting children with toileting, using tobacco products, handling garbage and organic
waste, touching animals or pets, handling bodily fluids and after contamination by any means. It was
determined based on an investigation that on July 31, 2023, staff was observed to not wash their hands before
and after diapering or before feeding children.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will ensure liquid soap and warm running water are available for handwashing, train Staff on the
handwashing requirements, review the requirements with Staff periodically, and monitor handwashing.

Staffing and Supervision
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591-1-1-.32 Supervision(CR) Not Met

Finding Associated with Complaint

591-1-1-.32(7) requires that children be supervised at all times appropriate to the individual age, needs and
capabilities of each child. Such supervision must include, but not be limited to, indoor and outdoor activities,
mealtimes, naptime, transportation, field trips, and transitions between activities. "Supervision" means that the
appropriate number of Staff members are physically present in the area where children are being cared for and
are providing watchful oversight to the children, volunteers and Students-in-Training. The persons supervising
in the child care area must be alert, positioned to maximize their ability to hear and see the children at all times,
and able to respond promptly to the needs and actions of the children being supervised, as well as the actions
of the volunteers and Students-in-Training, and provide timely attention to the children's actions and needs.
Staff shall be attentive and participating with all children during mealtimes and shall be seated within an arm’s
length away from children thirty-six (36) months of age and younger. It was determined based on an
investigation, that on July 31, 2023, staff was not present within arm's reach from a four-month-old child during
feeding time. Additionally, at approximately 5:00 p.m., there were five infants in a classroom while the staff
member was in the closet for approximately one minute at times.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will train Staff and monitor to ensure they are providing supervision and watchful oversight to the
children at all times.
