It was
determined based on observation that the chain links were observed to be rusting on the swings on the second
swing from right to left on the Playground B Center and the first swing from right to left on Playground C.

The Center will provide a variety of age-appropriate equipment that is arranged so as not to obstruct
supervision of children. Staff will check the equipment daily to ensure that the equipment is free of hazards, rust
and splinters.
