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Finding

area inaccessible to children. It was determined based on observation that the following potential hazards were
observed:

* In the B 2nd L classroom, there were plastic bags and wet wipes that said keep out of reach of children on the
changing table accessible to children.

* In the C 3rd Left classroom, there were plastic bags hanging on the children’s pegs that said keep out of
reach of children accessible to children.

* In the D Entrance classroom, there were plastic bags on the paint easel and plastic bags containing items
purchased for the party that said keep out of reach of children accessible to children.

* In the E Rear Left classroom, there were two bottles of Lysol spray and Lysol wipes stored on a low shelf at a
level accessible to the children.

* In the F Rear Right classroom, there was a black trash bag, white trash bags under the children’s cubbies,
and white trash bags in the red storage unit next to the cots, accessible to children.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will identify all hazardous items and keep them in a locked area inaccessible to children. The
Center will inform all Staff about hazardous items and the safe storage of those items.
