It was determined based on classroom observation that in Room C, six tubes of
diaper rash cream and nine packs of diaper wipes were stored in two unlocked drawers beneath the diaper
changing table located on the front right side of the classroom next to the hand washing sick.. In classroom F, a
pack of baby wipes, Vicks Vapor rub and Vaseline were stored in a child's backpack on the front right side of
the classroom accessible to the children.

The Center will identify all hazardous items and keep them in a locked area inaccessible to children. The
Center will inform all Staff about hazardous items and the safe storage of those items.
