When an infant can easily turn over from back to front
and back again, Staff shall continue to put the infant to sleep initially on the infant's back, but allow the infant to
roll over into his or her preferred positions and not re-position the infant. Sleepers, sleep sacks and wearable
blankets that fit according to the commercial manufacturer’s guidelines and will not slide up around the infant’s
face may be used when necessary for the comfort of the sleeping infant, however swaddling shall not be used
unless the Home has been provided a physician’s written statement authorizing its use for a particular infant
that includes instructions and a time frame for swaddling the infant. Staff shall not place objects or allow
objects to be placed in or on the crib with an infant such as but not limited to toys, pillows, quilts, comforters,
bumper pads, sheepskins, stuffed toys, or other soft items and shall not attach objects or allow objects to be
attached to a crib with a sleeping infant such as but not limited to crib gyms, toys, mirrors and mobiles.

Children older than four (4) years of age may be served these foods provided that the foods are cut in such a
way as to minimize choking. Please ensure the new updated infant feeding form is used. Discussed revision to
the written feeding plans for children under the age of one (1) years old. Age-appropriate solid foods (including
cereal) shall not be given to infants or children less than one (1) year of age until recommended as
developmentally appropriate by the child’s primary care physician and indicated in writing by the Parent(s). As
soon as the feeding plan indicates that a child is ready for solid foods, the child shall be fed from individual
spoons and individual containers or dishes. A child shall not be fed directly from the original baby food
container if the contents are to be fed to the child at more than one (1) meal or to more than one (1) child.
