The Center will identify all hazardous items and keep them in a locked area inaccessible to children. The
Center will inform all Staff about hazardous items and the safe storage of those items.

any other means. It was determined based on observation that the children in the toddler classroom were not
encouraged to wash their hands after eating lunch. The children were observed to be placed on their mats
directly after finishing their meals.

The Center will train Staff on required handwashing for children and Staff will ensure children's hands are
washed when required. The Director will monitor for compliance.
