591-1-1-.26(9) requires the playground to be kept clean, free from litter and free of hazards, such as but not
limited to rocks, exposed tree roots and exposed sharp edges of concrete. It was determined based on
observation that there were looses brick on the left hand side of the steps leading out to the playground
presenting an entrapment

and tripping hazard to children in care.
