when the Parent cannot be reached; name and telephone number of the child’s primary source of health care;
and a statement regarding known allergies, physical problems, mental health disorders, mental retardation or
developmental disabilities which limit the child’s participation in the program. It was determined based on a
review of records that two out of three files did not include the address of the person(s) whom the child may be
released to. Additionally, one out of three files did not include the phone number for the child's primary source
of health care. Furthermore, one out of the files were missing a statement regarding known allergies, physical
problems, mental health disorders, mental retardation or developmental disabilities which limit the child’s
participation in the program.

POI (Plan of Improvement)

Center staff will develop a plan that includes how to obtain all required information for currently enrolled
children and how to ensure this is done for future enrollees as well. The plan will also include how and where to
maintain files for the required amount of time. The plan will be implemented and followed.
